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Course Description

CHI1121 | Elementary Mandarin Chinese 2 | 4.00 credits

In this course, students will develop appropriate proficiency in interpersonal, interpretive, and presentational
modes at the novice high level in Mandarin Chinese. Note: students must pass this course with a “C” or better to
continue to CHI2220. Prerequisite: CHI1120.

Course Competencies:
