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Course Description 
ENG2012 | Literary Theory | 3.00 credits 

This course introduces students to the study of literary criticism. Students will discuss, analyze, and write about 
literature through the lens of contemporary critical theory.

4. Incorporating key terms and concepts of literary criticism
